Just a brief note from one civil servant to another. I can't 
tell you how impressed I have been with your performance to date as 
White House Chief of Staff. You are a calm, reassuring presence 
in the recent months of turmoil in Washington. I had not known much 
about you prior to this, other than the frequent suggestion that 
you have Presidential ambitions. Your willingness to forego (or 
delay) those ambitions to do something more important for your party, 
your country and your President will do you more political good 
than you will ever realize among intelligent voters in this country. 
Unfortunately, we have far too few politicians in this country who 
pay any more than lip service to the words "civil servant". 

Anyway, you have more important things to do than read letters 
all day. Just let me say in closing that you have become much
