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Unofficial translstion

Dear ilr. President, —

Your letter of Septedber 22 contzins thoughts which, as you
wpite,; touch upon the future of the relations betwesen our two
countries, I studied them carefully.

T noted, of course, the statements in your messasge regarding
your readiness To maintzin a2 constructive and svable relationship
with the Sowviet Union, adherence to the dialogue with it, and
interest ir peaceful resoluvion of problems causing vhe infernz-
vionzl tensions. Those infentions can only be welcomed. Ve are
fully in favor of proceeding along suckh a2 paﬁh and, on our part,
have been.ccnsténrly calling upon the United States To act in
exactly the same way.

We are convinced that 2 posifive development of relations
between the USSR and the USA meets tThe interests not only of the
Soviet and imerican peoples; leveling off These relations, bringing
Them back on tThe road of businesslike cooperavion would facilitate
lessening the dangerous level of tension in the world and would
give a real hope for resolufion of many acute international problem:

AT The same Time, To be frank, it is regretable that a new

tTtempt is made in your letter to present the maiter in such a
way, as if ©The obstacle in the way of improving Soviet-American
relations and reducing the general international tensions is the

policy of Troe Soviet Union. In the correspondence between us I
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already deslt in detail on the absence of any basis for posing

the question in such a way. And the fact that this thesis is again
present in your message does not meke it any more convincing.

Nor any useful purpose is served either by the tendency
Idiscern&ble in your message which suggests in one way or anotcher
a linkage between the prospect of development in our relations witt
some sort of modifications in the Soviet Union's "behavior". To
proceed on this premise is to steer clearly the whole matfer To-
ward & &eadlock;

We, ilr. President, just as many other countries, really have
serious and legitimate objections To raise with the United States
ané its policy. However, we are sgainst replacing The consideratior
of acute anﬁ.autstanding'issuEF with mutual recriminations over the
behavior of any party on the international scene.

You are speaking in favor of taking mutually into account
each other's inferests. Ve are in favor of that, too. Buf no double
standard here should be allowed, whereby one side perceives its
interests ewverywhere and in everything, but any- legitimate step
on the part of the other side is immediately portrayed as encroach-
ment on those intTerests, as a desire To get unilaferal advantages.
Abandonmert by the United States of such a double standard will in
fact demonstrate readiness To heed ths infterests of Tthe other side

and will be a good contribution to the cause of stabilization of

the world situation.
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And, of course, each side possesses a sovereign right To have
appropriate relations with its allies and friends, and to render
them necessary assistance. Iet me make a point, if we ére to speak
of our friends, they threaten nobody. Some people do not wish, how-
ever, to leave them alone, but left alone They must be;

Here is an example - the campaign against Cuba - a campaign
that is constantly being whipped up. Why, for what purposes,is this
being done? One cannot be serious in saying that Cuba can allegedly
threaten the vital interests of the United States. We call upon the
Urnited Staves not to aggravate the situation around that country bud
to embark on the path of establishing normal relations with Cuba.

If the US side is really prepared, as you, lr. President,
write, to seek solutions %o infernational prc?lems through negotia-
tions, there exist all possibilities to start doing that.

Take, for instance, that same question about a pelitical settl
ment of the situation around Afghanistan. As is known, the DRA Go-
vernment has been consistently seeking such a settlement, in whose
context the qpestion-ﬁf the withdrawl of the Soviet troops from
Lfghanistan would also be resolved.

Recently the Afghan leadership came forth with new proposals
on a political settlement. We support those proposals and regard
them as a good basis for reaching aporopriate agreements without

any prejudice to the securitfy and prestige of any country. Think

gbout it.
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Iikewise, why should not the United States take, at last, an
unbiageé:lock.at what is going on in Campuchea? Is it really that
the American interests are infringed there? How is it possible in
pursuance of some expedient calculations to tTry to play with The
destiny of & nation, which has, as it is, suffered a terrible
tragedy. It cannot he.pazmitted.th&t the leftovers of the Pol Fot
regime could again stage a bloodbath for the Campuchean veople.

And There 1s still anﬂtﬁer guestion - the one concerning the
situation around Egypt. Here too, there should be no outside intver-—
ference. Hobody has any right to tell The Egyptians how they must
solve their problems. The pressure,which is being brought to bear
on that country an&, in so doing, on The adjacent countries,oust
be atupped;

As we have already stated %o the US Government, the devgiopmenrs
around Egypt affect the security interests of the Soviet Union. In-
deed, there is approximately the same distance from the USSR border
to Egypt,as from Boston to Ghicagu; |

In your message you, iur. President, mentioned as one of the
factors poisoning The political atmosphere "the campaign of anti-
americanism", which is allegedly waged by the Soviet Union. However,

if anybody has The grounds to bring a charge on account of the
raging hostile provaganda, it has to be us, The Soviet side. After

all, not a day passes in the USA without ever new fabrications about
the Soviet Union and its policy being launched. What is more, the
most acvive part in This unseemly exercise is taken by many repre-

sentatives of the administration.
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For instance, what a2bout the incessant campaign about the so-
called "Soviet military threat". A1l sorts of fantastic fables have
been told in this regard on our account. ' _

And why did you, personally, Lir. President, recently need to
state publicly that the Soviet Union bases its policy on the calcu-
lation to sccre a victory in the nuclear war? Are you not aware of
ﬁy repeated and claér statements - may be somebody intentionally
conceals them from you - that the nuclear war, should it be un-
leasned, would turn out to be a catastrophe for the mankingd?

T stated on more than one occasion, for all to hear, That the
Soviet Union is against any nuclear strike, be it the first or not
the first, massive or limited. We are for totally precluding the
possibility of using puclear weapons. This is, iandeed, the thrust
of our proposals set forth at the current UN General Assembly sessic
This is our firm and consistent position. IF is in this spirit that
we are striving to educate also the entire Soviet people.

We are not the ones who entertain thoughts about winning a
nuclear duel. We believe such calculations to be an insanity.

Of course, we unmasked and will continue to unmask the calumny
against our country and our policy. As far as we are concerned, we
are against the use of unpermitted methods in conducting the pole-
mics. We are in favor of a guiet, businesslike and, if you will,
respectful dialogue.

Your message qguive correctly points out what danger for the
manking is presented by The already existing nuclear weapons

stockpiles as well as the need for serious efforts to reduce the
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armaments. However, it is difficult to match These thoughts with the

ST

program of 2 steep increase in the US strategic forces that you have
recently announced. After all,.this program in no way leads in the
direction of the restraint, which you seem to be advocating. No
reasonable grounds for the adoption of such a yragram'exist;

The implemenvation of this program will mesn placing the arms
race into a new spiral with all its conseguences.,

The Soviet Union never sought a military supremacy. But we
simply cannotv permit The disruption of The milifary-straftegic parity
lr. President, & meeting between our ministers has recently
taken place in New York. In a certain sense its results are positive.
I have in mind The agreement reached %o hold negoviations on limitin;
nuclear arms in Burope. It is, of course, only the first step, and

serious mutual work is yet to be done in search of solutions that
would equally meet the inferests of the Soviet Union and the United
States and be consistent with the principle.af equality and equal
security; We are prepared to engage in such a search and would like
to hope that The US side foo will approach the negotiations in a
businesslike manner;

The most important question concerning the continuation of
strategic arms limitation negotiations . remains open. Regretably,
neither your letter, lir. President, nor what was said by the Secre-
tary of Svave A, Halg, infroduce, so far, clarify in the US position
in that respect.

These are the thoughts which I wanted to set forth in connection

with your letter. Let ua hope that the exchanges between us will serv
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the cause of estTablishing a better understanding on the key

issues of Soviet-American relations.
