"Among the early lawyers of Buffalo was the venerable John R oot, attorney and 
counselor at law. He came to Buffalo in 1810. He was the cotemporary of Walden, 
Potter, Harrison. and other early praclitioncrs in western New York. A book might 
be filled with the witty sayings and sharp repartees of Old Counselor R oot, as he . was 
familiarly named. These arc still remembered and often repeated by the older mem -
bers of the bar, even to this day . . . . .. . On one occasion he and Gen. Potter 
were opposed to each other in trying a case of assault and battery. Root, in the 
course of his argument, said he had known a case where a man, from a slight blow 
of a stick on the head, became idiotic for the rest of his life. Potter, suspecling the 
counselor of drawing upon his imagination rather than stating facts, interrupted him 
by the inquiry, ' Who was it?' R oot turned slowly toward him and said, in a mild 
voice, 'I don't mean you brother Potter.' " Hon. Wm. Ketchum also relates the

"The case of Ezekiel Root is a ·singular one. He was a very pronounced tory in his 
conversation, and even went so far as to name his children for the British commanders ; 
but all his recorded afls arc on the whig side, as in signing petitions, serving on the 
Committee of Safety, and in volunteering for Bennington and other fields. He was 
often elected to important town offices, and once at least by the extreme radicals to 
represent them in the county congress. Though sometimes disciplined for a too Joud 
expression of toryism - to the offense of sensitively patriotic ears - it seems to have 
been regarded by the community as the eccentricity of a worthy man, which would 
never stand seriously in the way of duty. He never lost the good will of the people 
who were not famed for charity toward political opponents.

This mutual agreement, recorded in Northampton and signed 
by all the children · or their attorneys, is, a sufficient proof in 
itself of what has been .doubted, that John, Samuel, and 
Thomas, were brothers of Stephen, Joseph and Caleb. The 
following inventory of the library and armory of this first 
Deacon Root on record, furnishes an interesting catalogue of 
the literature current in that generation, as well as som~ indica­
tio_ns of his military ·prowess. He was evidently one ·of the 
Cromwellian stamp, who both "trusted God and kept hi~ powder 
dry," ·and probably h~ld some military office:

IIOH N ROOTE, believed to be the son of John 
Roote of Bad by, Northamptonshire, England, who 
married Mary Russell in 1600 (and the register of 
whose children, baptized in infancy, includes the 

names of Mary, Susannah, Thomas, and John), was born in 
Badby, according to the parish records, Feb. 26, 1608. The 
following note made by Mi-. Jesse Root, deceased, who was a 
school-teacher in Berlin, Ct., where his ancestors bad lived from 
generation to generation, and not maJJy miles distant from the 
old homestead in Farmington, Ct., and who, being an invalid 
for many years, spent some leisure time in investigating the 
family history, reveals the English origin of the fa~ily, and has 
been confirmed by investigations abroad. [See preface to 
Part II, Division I.] He writes: "John Root, our Puritan 
ancestor, emigrated from a place in England called Badby. His 
father was deceased, and he lived with an uncle, a brother of 
his father, and was_ adopted. His uncle was a man of wealth, 
advanced in years, and a zealous opponent of popery, and it is 
my impression one of the nobility. He insisted that John, our 
ancestor, should go into the Parliamentary army under Crom-
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well, to fight against Charles I, and the Catholics. He had an 
aversion to war, and chose rather to join a company of Puritans 
who were coming to this country. When he arrived he came 
to Farmington, and was one of its first settlers, in 1640. He 
married Mary Kilbourn about that date." The emigrants 
locating, in Farmington were mainly from the neighborhood of 
Boston, Newtown, and Roxbury, in Mass. They began the 
settlement in , 1640, and among them John Root was a promi­
nent citizen. · As above indicated, he married, soon after his . 
settlement, Mary, daughter of Thomas and Frances Kilbourne.: 
She was born in the year 16 I 9, at Wood Ditton, England, and 
came to this country in the ship Increase, in 1635. They were 
both in full communion with the Farmington Congregational 
church. He d. Aug., 1684 [ z. 76], leaving a good estate 
valued at £819. Shed. in 1697 [z. 78]. He appears to have 
been eleven years older than his wife at their marriage, and she 
survived him thirteen years.

Thnnl<a to the p,eioient \e,doi•hip which hnd kept J,[Ms,chu• 
sotts oliY• to the impending donge<, ,be wo, ,~ndy to meet it when 
it come, The excitement, with the news of the obnoxious nets of 
Podinroent, sp,eod inwo,d f,om th• copitnl, ond everywhere ,o,ised 
the sam• spi,it of indignotion and dete,mined resistnnce, In eve,Y 
direction, nothing wns hea<.d Of but meetin!l" and pnt,-iotic ,esolu· 
tions. :M>y 12,-two doys al\e' th• publication of the Po,t-bill, 
- th• delegntes of eight neighbo,ing towns, summoned by the Bos­
ton committee, met nt the selectmen'• ,·oom in Foncuil Hnll, snd 
ndopted ,ph•ited me,su,.s to unite the colonies io defence of the 
common liberties;,. nod it woe, po,hnp~ to n missive sent ont by 
this little usserobl:ige, that tbe petition for tho first Pitts£,eld town- · 
meeting held in this emergency ullurles. The petition, however, . 
was doted oo the 24th of Jnne; and, ,m·ly in that month, ,ough 
drafts of the regul:i.ti.ng nets, and news of their probnble pas~age, 
we,e ,eceived by the Boston committee, and di,pe,.ed ove< tlie 
coon try with so good etfect, thot, on th• 20th, "Tho Boston G"" . 
,ettc" wns obi• to p,·onounce " th• nspect of ,tr .. h• highly r.vo,-
able to Americon libe,,ies" . • • " tho whole ·continent seeming 
inspired by one soul, nod thnt o ,igo>"ous and detOimined one."', 
It wns due pnctly to its ,-moteness from the copitol, ond po,tly, · 

.. donbt\ess, to the still potent To,y influence, thnt Pittsfield roonif est,. . 
ec1 a dibtory spirit that ne,·er ngain :i.11pcnrcc1 in her patriotic coun­
cil!.1, But, on the 24th, a petition was presented to tho selectmen, 
requesting them· to convene n town-meeting, "to net nod do whnt 
the toWn think p,opet respecting the ch·cnln, lettec ,ent out by the 
town of Boston nod other to,<os io this Prnsince; nod such oth& 
matt•" ns the town sholl think p,·oper iu• ,egnrd to the invoded 

. liberties and privileges of tbis country."

The first action taken was to appoint " a standing commi~tee to 
corr~spond with the correspondent committees of this and other 
Provinces;" and it was thus constituted : . Rev. Thomas Allen, 
Deacon .James Easton, Mr. John Bl'Own, Deacon Josiah Wright, 
Mr. John Stl'Ong, Capt. David Bush, Lieut. David Noble . 

The meeting then adopted the "Worcester Covenant," - the 
most stringent form of the solemn league . and . covenant, by 

,which individuals bound themselves, and towns their citizens, not 
to purchase or use any goods, the production o( Great Britain or 
her West-Indian Colonies, or which had been •imported through 
her companies trading to the East; and, generally, agreed to act 
together in resisting tho agg1·essions of the mother country. Dea. 
James Easton, John Brown, and John Strong were .chosen dele­
gates to a county congress,1 to be · held at . Stockbridge, on th·e 
sixth of July; and the meetin~ adjourned to the 11th, to await their 
action, but not without first resolving to keep the 14,th as a clay of 
solemn fasting and prayer. 

Col. John Ashley of Sheffield presided in the congress at Stock­
bridge; and Theodore Sedgwick, then a young lawyer of the same 
town, ,vns clerk. ·: .. · 

Thomas Williams of Stockbridge, Peter Curtis of Lanesborough, 
John Brown of Pittsfield, Mark Hopkins of Great Barrington, and 
Theodore S~9gwick, were appointed to consider the obnoxious 
acts of Pal'liament, and "report their sense of them.'' Whatever 
their report was,_:_ and it was ce1·taioly patriotic, - it was unani-
mously adopted. · ' · 

Whigs, nod once or twice took tho field, in cases of alarm. Dan Cad,veJI was 
a loynlist of the better sort, nod seems not to have lost tho esteem of_ the people, 
who 'elected him to town-offices nnd once to the Committee of, Safety, during the 
wnr. The case of Ezekiel Root is a singular one. · He waa a very pronounced 
Tory in his conversntion, nnd even went so for as to name his. children for tho 
British commanders; but all his recorded acts are on the Whig side, as in signing 
the above petition, in serving on tho Committee of Safety, and in volunteering for 
Ilenningron·aod other fields·. He was often elected to important town-offices, and 
once nt least by the extreme mdicals to represent them. in connty congress. In­
deed, nlthough both Mr. Cud well nnd Cnpt. Root 'l"ero sometimes 'disciplined for a· 
too loud expression of their Toryism, - to the offence_ of sensi~yely patriotic ears, 
- it seems to bnvo been rcgnrded by the community as the eccentricity of worthy 
men, which would never stand seriously in the way of their duty. They certainly 
never lost the goocl will of a people who were not famed' for charity' towards 
political opponents. •· ' · ,, · · · . ' · · 

1 Assemblies of to,vo dcleg;,}tes wero then styled indifferently congresses, con­
ventions, or committees. 
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A large portion of the· able-bodied men of 1,bo town w9re already 
in the field; others bad just roturoell, and were soattcreu upon 
their farms, deeply engrossed in their too long-delayed agricultUl:al 
labors. But the exigency was felt to be of t.he most pressing and 
alarming nature ; and t~e best •citi_zens of the town pressed forward 
to meet it, irrespective of legal exemption from military service, or 

, any other personal consideration. 
. ,Twenty-two men enrolled themselves iu all, nuder the command 
of Lieut. William Ford, an officer who saw much ser~·ice in those 
days. With him served the veteran Col. Easton, Rev. Mr. Allen, 
Capts. Charles Goodr1.ch, James Noble, and William Francis, 
Lieuts. Joseph Allen -(second in commancl), Josiah Wright, :mu 

Rufus Allen. .. : On the 16th, and of course before news of the hatt.le was 
. received, a second detachment of seventeen men, under Lient. 
James Hubbard, set out for Bennington; and this, too, was peculi-

1 nrly constituted, for in it.~ ranks were Capts. Isaac Dickinson and 
. John Strong and Lieut. Oliver Root. Major Israel Stoddard and 
'\V ooclbridgc Little, Esq., also signalized t,heir newly~worn alle­

; giance to the "-Independent United States of America" by voluu­
.. tearing in Lieut. Hubbard's detachment; and we find · in its rolls, 

. as well, the name of Ezekiel Root. 
., The first deta.chment hurried to the threateneLl point in hot 
: haste .• Posc;ibly every man got there as best he could. .Certainly 
. there was no superfluous weight of :mudr, and no dressing the ranks 
· on the march. · Mr. Allen set out in the old sulky, the wonted 
. companion of l~is pastoral visits; going to war in his chariot, like 

;,,tbe h~roes of cl:i.ssic and scriptural story. 
·! Of the Berkshire militia districts, Col. Symonds, of that nearest 
. the scene of action, marched hiR full regiment. Col. Brown, the 
; , commander of the middle district, in· which Pittsfield lay, was 
,. absent; and ' the detachment of his corps was led, and commnnd­
"~u with great spirit and .military skill, by Lieut.:Col. Df\vid 
. Rossiter of Richmond. From southern Berkshire, several towns 
'· sent volunteers. Mef\nwhile, as the people of the surrounding 
. district were rallying to his support, Stark, on the 14th, liad 

checked B:rnm's forcoR at a point in Uoosac, N.Y., five miles 
from Bennington Church, and near tho Wnllamsac, a little wind­
ing branch of the Hoosac River. On a small elevation near this 
stream, Bauin occupied a strong position, which, during the heavy
